NOTE CARD EXAMPLE AND DIRECTIONS






A Note About Notes:

A note card should contain information about only one piece of information. Give each note a distinct title. Do not use the same title on any two cards, but use similar titles for notes on the same topic. Good titles on your cards will pay off!

All Note Cards Should Have These Items: 

          1. Label Located in the middle of the top of the card, this label clearly describes the information in the note.

          2. Source Code Located in the upper left hand corner, this code comes from the source card and is used to identify the source of the note. It can be a letter or symbol. Make sure the symbol on your note card matches your original source card.

3. Notecard # Located in the upper right hand corner, this tells how many notecards you have.

          4. Specific Page Number  Located next to the source cod; this reminds you of the specific page from which you took the note.

          5. Note  This is the information (a description, quote, fact, statistic, etc) you took from the source.

SOURCE CARD EXAMPLE AND DIRECTIONS

Source cards are just a note card where you write all the citation information for a source that you are going to use. ** IF YOU ARE CITING A WEBSITE DO WRITE DOWN THE WEB ADDRESS ON THE SOURCE CARD (ex: www.nhd.org)
Then you assign that source a symbol, and write it in the upper left corner.
Now any information you get from that source will be written on note cards with the same symbol.
